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Deleting Remotes

To delete remotes, rotate dial clockwise to MAIN MENU then press PB (Push
Button). Then navigate to DELETE DEVICE. From here select either: DELETE
ALL or DELETE REMOTE. DELETE ALL: Removes All Devices. DELETE REMOTE:
You can select either specific devices to remove, or delete all coded remotes.

CODED

NOTE: First coded remote button selection will set the button allocation for all
following remotes. Within Coded Devices sub-menu, under Allocate Button
Press PB to enter selection, rotate dial to change button number, press dial to
confirm and move to RELAY 2 / BUTTON 2.
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
